Emilion. Tasting of full range from several estates owned by the family. Lunch at the Chateau, with time to relax in beautiful
parkland by La Gaffeliere. Tour viewing St Emilion and Pomerol vineyards, such as Cheval Blanc and Petrus. Free time in St
Emilion, with an evening at leisure in the restaurants and bars. Sunday: To Chateau Phelan Segur in St Estephe to visit the

vineyards and cellars, with a full range tasting and a three course meal with Phelan Segur wines. Tour of the Medoc Chateau,
stopping to view Lafitte, Latour, Mouton & Margaux. Free time in the historic city of Bordeaux. The cost will be £450-£500 (to
be confirmed) including flights, accommodation, all travel (private coach), visits & meals (excluding dinner on Saturday).
