CLUB CASE

CROWDED HOUSE SAUVIGNON BLANC 2005 Marlborough, New Zealand

A beautifully clean and fresh Sauvignon full of gooseberry, lime and a herbaceous note.
Grown in vineyards on the highest valley slopes around Marlborough, the fruit gives
exceptionally well defined flvours. 

ESTAMPA VIOGNIER CHARDONNAY 2005 Colchagua Valley, Chile

There are pronounced fresh citrus aromas on this superb Chilean blend, with an edge
of honeysuckle and exotic spice from the Viognier. The texture is juicy and smooth, with

a good balance of fruit and refreshing crispness.

VIGNABALDO ROSATO 2005 Umbria, Italy

A real refresher of a wine...lively strawberry and cherry aromas lead into crisp red fruit
flavours, again with masses of fresh cherry fruit. A dry, elegant style of rosato, with a
long-lasting finish.

TYRRELL’S OLD WINERY VERDELHO 2005 Hunter Valley, Australia

A beautifully aromatic style of Verdelho from one of the oldest Hunter Valley wineries.
Its characteristic spicy, tropical flavours, together with a refreshingly clean finish make it

the ideal match for a variety of Chinese and Oriental dishes. 

BOUTINOT RESERVE PERSONELLE VIRÉ-CLESSE 2003 Burgundy, France

This superbly made Burgundy is crafted by a British winemaker from a very limited par-
cel of fruit grown in the Maconnaise to the south of the Burgundy region. Aging for 12
months in small oak barrels gives a toasty richness perfectly balanced by citrus fruits. 

MUGA BLANCO 2005 Rioja, Spain

A beautifully crafted white Rioja, full of juicy, fresh fruit. There are some light biscuity
notes from the use of oak barrels during the fermentation, and plenty of ripe grapefruit

flavours. Perfect with a variety of tapas or Mediterannean style dishes.

MORGENHOF VINEYARDS RED 2003 Stellenbosch, South Africa

A complex marriage of Merlot, Malbec, Pinotage, Pinot Noir, Cabernet Sauvignon and a
hint of Cabernet Franc, this is a well crafted and balanced blend. Aromas of wild straw-
berries, mulberries and sweet spices lead to berry flavours and a licorice finish. 

CÔTES DU RHÔNE DOMAINE DE LA CHARTREUSE 2004 S. Rhone, France

Stretching along the Rhône for 75 miles down to Avignon, the Côtes du Rhône area is
vast. This is an excellent example - light and fresh, with dark cherry and raspberry fruit
and a subtle backbone of sweet spices. Great alone, or with patés and cold red meats. 

AGUSTINOS WINEMAKER’S RESERVE MERLOT / MALBEC 2003 Bio Bio Valley, Chile

Bio Bio Valley is an up and coming region, where they are not afraid to experiment with
unusual varieties and blends...such as this! A great combination of damsons and ripe,
red fruits, with a layer of rich spices. 

CUSUMANO NERO D’AVOLA 2004 Sicily, Italy

An unusual wine style unique to the sun-drenched slopes of Sicily. The Nero D’Avola
grape gives a stunning, intense aroma of roasted red fruits and juniper berries, with a

really smooth taste. Excellent with roasted meats and cassaroles.

BERTON VINEYARDS BLACK SHIRAZ 2004 Coonawarra, Australia

In the world of Coonawarra Shiraz, big is definately beautiful...big fruit flavours - dark
berries and rich fruit cake - intense colour, huge mouthfeel and a rich, warming finish
with a hint of vanilla.

PRADO REY ROBLE 2003 Ribera del Duero, Spain

This mainly Tempranillo blend is wonderfully ripe on the nose, with plenty of red fruits, a
hint of summer flowers and some spicy vanilla that follows on to the taste. The juicy
fruits are perfectly balanced by smooth oak and a long finish.

CATALINA SOUNDS SAUVIGNON BLANC 2003 Marlborough, New Zealand

Grown in the higher vallies surrounding Marlborough, Catalina Sounds is an unusual style
of Sauvignon in that a small amount is aged in oak barrels, then belnded with the rest.
This gives some richer, tropical fruit and a hint of honey to the classic Marlborough style.

JACK & KNOX FROSTLINE CHARDONNAY 2003 Western Cape, South Africa

From steep vineyards that winter snow almost touches...yet receive many hours of pure
sunshine in the summer months to give full, ripe fruits. Jack & Knox always give unique
wines, such as this rich, tropical Chardonnay with its steely backbone and true finesse.

MICHEL BRIDAY RULLY BLANC 2004 Cote Chalonnais, Burgundy, France

Deep in the heart of the Burgundy region, the Cote Chalonnais can offer wines as
excellent and interesting as their neighbours in the Cote d’Or to the north, yet much less
well known. This one has beautiful lemon and lime fruits with a steely adge of minerality. 

GOBILLARD BARON DE MARCK Champagne, France

An excellent drop of bubbly for any occasion...Produced from fruit from a variety of
years, types and vineyard plots - as it is done in the major houses. The result is a beau-

tifully rounded, nutty, fruity, yet elegant Champagne with fine and persistant bubbles.

THE MONEY SPIDER ROUSANNE 2004 McLaren Vale, Australia

A highly underated grape variety, originally from the Rhone. Nectarine, peach and citrus
flavours are perfectly complimented by a smooth honey note.  Not a shy or retiring wine
-  big fruit flavours are matched by a rich mouthfeel and long finish. Great with cheeses

GAVI CASTELLO DI TASSAROLO 2004 Piedmont, Italy

Locally referred to as Italy’s answer to white Burgundy, Gavi is prized for its aromatic
citrus notes and rich mouth feel. The comune of Tassarolo lies on the finest soils for the
Cortese grape, which makes all Gavi, giving an almost almond-like quality to the finish. 

PENNY’S HILL SPECIALISED SHIRAZ / CABERNET / MERLOT 2003 McLaren Vale, Australia

This is winemaker Ben Riggs’ threeway masterpiece...each variety is sourced from indi-
vidual plots across McLaren when conditions are absolutely optimum for them. A delicious
blend, where each grape adds extra qualities - plums, cranberries, dark berries and spice.

MOUNT RILEY PINOT NOIR 2004 Marlborough, New Zealand

Mount Riley are a hugely innovative winery - they were the first in New Zealand to cre-
ate a sparkling Sauvignon Blanc. Only the finest fruit from their own estate vineyards is

used for this rich Pinot with its flavoursome red berries and light, spicy oak.

ESTAMPA GOLD ASSEMBLAGE 2003 Colchagua Valley, Chile

This is a rich and vibrant offering, with 55% of Carmenere - the grape variety Chile has
really made its own. Juicy, ripe blackcherries leads the complex fruits, with notes of
vanilla, cinnamon and a coffe-mocha finish courtesy of aging in small oak barrels.

CHATEAU LA TOUR DE BY 2000 Medoc Cru Bourgeois, Bordeaux, France

Marc Pages produces his wines with a meticulous attention to detail and traditional
techniques. His 2000 is classic Medoc, with abundant red fruit and cedarwood aromas,

rich elegant blackcurrant fruits, light wood spices and a clean, mineral edge.  

ABADIA RETUERTA RIVOLA 2002 Sardon de Duero, Spain

A small and, as yet, little known region up river from Ribera del Duero, Sardon is experi-
encing an influx of innovative producers. This Tempranillo and Cabernet blend has a
complex range of rich flavours, from fresh red fruits to jasmine. Generous yet elegant.

CORTE ALLA FLORA ROSSO ‘GIUGGIOLO’ 2003 Tuscany, Italy

Consistently rated amongst the top Italian estates, Vicchiomaggio’s winemaker John
Matta was voted Italian Wine Producer of the Year in 2005 - not bad for an Englishman!

Smooth and rich, with hints of violets.
